Y. RECOgNISINg Modern Slavery

Modern slavery is often a hidden crime. Victims may be too scared to disclose
what has happened to them, sometimes for fear of violence to them or their

family.

Some victims do not even realise that they are being exploited.

Possible signs that someone could be a victim of modern slavery include:

Their passport and
other personal items
being held by someone
else, and not having
access to their wages

Person may appear
unkempt and wear
the same clothes day
In day out. The
clothes they wear
may not be suitable
for their work.
